Parent support for statewide
assessments grows when they

understand how school leaders
use the results

Parents know that schools use annual statewide assessments to measure student
performance. But too few know how schools use them to improve student performance.

In-depth interviews with school district leaders showed that assessment results help guide
important decisions. And a survey of parents revealed how important that context is to
their support for assessments.

More than 8 in 10 parents agree that assessment data
should drive actions that help students

professional learning

Establish additional programming
like after-school tutoring

Provide wraparound services like food
assistance for students in poverty

additional learning specialists

Provide students with newer, high-
quality instructional materials

Address staffing and hiring needs, like

adding tutors or classroom aides
